Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In the account of the calling of the first disciples in the
Gospel of John (1:35-42), we read that John the Baptist sent
two of his disciples to meet Jesus. During this
encounter, Jesus invites them to come, see and
know Him. The day they spent with the Lord so
impacted them that we are told that they
immediately went forth and shared the truth
that Jesus is the Christ. One of them,
Andrew, told his brother Simon and
brought him to meet the Lord. Simon, in
turn began his new life as a disciple, receiv-
ing the name Peter. Andrew and Peter
would one day both be chosen to be apos-
tles, literally those sent forth to proclaim the
Gospel.

At the acceptance of Jesus’ invitation, “Come, follow
me,” the pattern of encounter, entering into relationship,
and being sent was repeated for each of the disciples. From
